NEVER remove belt guards unless the machine is COMPLETELY at a standstill.
NEVER remove safety guards which are provided for your protection.

NEVER operate the mower with people behind, keep everybody (especially children and
animals) at a safe distance, minimum 20 metres.

Stand well back from the machine when cutters are spinning.

Regularly inspect the BLADES AND FIXING BOLTS to ensure that they are in tip-top
condition. Replace blades IMMEDIATELY if any signs of fracture or excess wear becomes
apparent. Serious damage, which is excluded from our warranty conditions, may result from
using your mower with an unbalanced rotor. When replacing blades, always fit new
mounting bolts and nuts to ensure that the rotor is balanced and running smoothly.

WARRANTY

Your Wessex product or equipment is warranted free from defect in workmanship
or manufacture for one year from date of purchase. Any parts which appear to us
to be defective, either in material or workmanship shall be replaced or repaired at
no cost to the purchaser, subject to the following conditions:

1. The registration card enclosed with this booklet must be returned to us within seven days of
purchase. Alternatively if you prefer, you may register your product via our Website.

2. Any failure in the machine should be reported in the first instance immediately to your
dealer, who will act on your behalf to resolve the matter to your satisfaction.

3. The defective parts will be returned by your dealer to us, accompanied by a full statement
describing the failure and the circumstances and conditions in which the failure occurred.

4. The following are specifically excluded from our terms of warranty:

a) Fair wear and tear, especially to belts, brushes, blades and spinners.

b) Damage to blades or brushes caused through incorrect positioning of the rotor (see
instructions).

c) Damage caused by neglect or lack of lubrication.

d) Damage caused by misuse or abuse.

e) Damage caused whilst the machine is in transit.

f) Damage caused to the frame of the machine by running the machine with unbalanced
rotors, blades or spinners.

g) Damage caused to the machine by use with loose nuts, bolts, screws or any other type
of fittings.

5. The warranty is for the benefit of the first user only.

6. Wessex International decisions will be final and binding.

Note:

It is recommended that every machine is inspected after one hour of operation to check that
all nuts, bolts, screws or any other types of fixings are tight and any loose fixings or
components should be rectified as appropriate.

Further inspections should be carried out at regular intervals thereafter.



SETTING UP YOUR MOWER

1. Stand your machine on level ground and ensure that the height adjustment stems above each
wheel are held in the same position by pins and clips provided.

2. Reverse your tractor up to your mower, and connect the bottom link arms into the clevis
provided. On 4 wheel mowers, ensure that the bushes are located in the slots.

3. Adjust the right hand link arm so that both bottom link pins are at the same position in the slots.

4. Connect the top link.

5. Connect the PTO shaft, ensuring that the shaft is not too long for your tractor. If necessary, the
shaft, which is of tubular section, may be easily cut with a hacksaw, taking care to cut each tube
to the same amount (see PTO shaft Operation & Maintenance).

SPECIAL ADJUSTMENT FOR FINE GRASS CUTTING

1. After having set up the machine as above, one pivoting jaw pin may be removed, to allow the
pivoting jaw to pivot. Adjust the top link so that the pivoting jaw is in the upright position.

2. If the mower scalps the ground, it is most likely that the mower is set too low for the conditions.
Raise the cutting height by one increment on each of the wheel adjustment bars.

3. If set up carefully in accordance with these instructions, your mower will give good service,
leaving a fine finish and following ground contours accurately.

4. Replace the pin in the pivoting jaw for road transport.

USING YOUR WESSEX MOWER

1. The correct PTO speed for your mower is 540 rpm. NEVER use the mower at a PTO speed in
excess of this.

2. Having set the mower up in accordance with the instructions above, engage the PTO, and,
selecting a low forward speed, gently release the clutch.

3. You will establish by experience what is the optimum forward speed for your conditions, but on
regularly maintained grass, you should achieve a good finish at 5-6 mph.

4. Long wet grass will have to be cut more slowly. In very difficult conditions better results are
obtained by making two passes, in opposite directions - lowering the cutting height for the
second pass.



BELT ADJUSTMENT

The drive belts are adjusted by moving the gearbox on its mounting bracket in relation to the
mower deck.

First slacken the four holding bolts on the base of the gearbox-mounting bracket. To tighten belts,
turn the rear adjusting nut anti clockwise, and to slacken the belts, turn clockwise.

The belts should be free to move about 12 mm under finger pressure. If they are too tight, there
will be undue stress on the driven parts.

When belts are adjusted correctly, lock the adjusting nut in place, and tighten the gearbox holding
bolts. Both drive belts are tightened equally.

LUBRICATION

IMPORTANT Only use Wessex XP ProMotive high performance grease. Specially formulated
for high speed, high temperature and moisture resistance.

Order through your dealer (Part Number WX-9884).

DAILY Grease the spindle bearings through the grease nipple above the spindle belt
pulleys.

Grease both cross bearings on the PTO shaft.
Grease the tubes of the PTO shaft.

REGULARLY  Grease the wheel bearings.
Grease the castor assembly.

Check the gearbox oil level. The level plug is on the side of the gear box. Top up
with a 90 grade gear oil.

MAINTENANCE

Check ALL FASTENING SETS after first 8 hours of work.

BELTS

These should be checked periodically, and replaced if found to be fraying, cut, or damaged in any
other way.

BLADES

These should be regularly checked for condition. Damaged blades cause imbalance in the rotor,
and in turn can cause serious damage to the mower, which is specifically excluded from our
warranty conditions.

If the mower begins to vibrate, stop work immediately and investigate. Almost certainly the cause
will be damaged blades.

PTO drive shafts are designed for specific machine types and power requirements.

They must not be replaced by other models.
Ensure that the PTO drive shaft is securely connected.

Only use a completely protected drive system:

PTO drive shaft with complete guard and complementary guard on tractor and
implement. A complete guard is essential in all working positions.

LUBRICATION

Lubricate with quality grease before starting work Q {

and every 8 operating hours. @9

Clean and grease the PTO drive shaft before each
prolonged period of non-use.

Grease the guard tubes in winter to prevent freezing.

To adjust the length, hold the half-shafts next to each other in the
shortest working position and mark them.

Shorten inner and outer guard tubes equally.

Shorten inner and outer sliding profiles by the same
length as the guard tubes.

Round off all sharp edges and remove burrs.
Grease sliding profiles.

No other changes may be made to the P.T.O. drive shaft
and guard.

CHAINS

Chains must be fitted so as to allow sufficient
articulation of the shaft in all working positions.

Do not let the chains encircle the P.T.O. guard in use as this will
shorten the life of the P.T.O. guard.
